Here are some real easy tips to help 
conserve energy! 

 
Þ Recycle! Our resort has recycle bins 

located by the large Cottonwood tree, 
so please ask for a recycle bag at the 
Front Desk so we all can pitch in. 

Þ Turn off all of your lights when leav-
ing the room. 

Þ Set your thermostat at 79 degrees or 
higher. For every degree warmer, 
you’ll save 2 to 3 percent of the en-
ergy required to cool the unit in the 
summer. 

Þ Use the ceiling fan instead of the air 
conditioning, or even open the patio 
door to let in fresh air.  If you must 
use the air conditioning please make 
sure all doors and windows are closed. 

Þ In the winter wrap up with a blanket 
or wear a sweater rather than turning 
up the heater. 

Þ Reuse your towels during your stay to 
help reduce the usage of water, elec-
tricity and the detergents needed to 
clean the towels.
